Frequently Asked Questions:

Q: Why should I send my child to rookie camp?

A:  The rookie camp is great for children who may not yet be ready to leave home for an extended period of time.  The rookie camp will give your child an opportunity to see what being a real camper is all about.  They will experience activities that all full session campers experience everyday and it gives you and your child an idea of whether Kutsher’s Sports Academy is the right fit for you.
Q: What should I pack?

A: A Welcome to Rookie Weekend packet that includes a packing list and anything else you may need to know about KSA will be sent to you a few weeks before your child arrives on camp.

Q: Will my child be staying in a bunk with other children?

Q: When should my child arrive?

A: The rookie camp begins on Saturday July 7th at 1:00 p.m. EST.

Q: When should I pick up my child?

A: The rookie ends on Sunday July 8th at 4:00 p.m. EST

A: Great Barrington is a vacation town filled with hotels, yummy restaurants and little boutiques within minutes from our camp, all of which we would be happy to recommend to you.  
Q: Does my child need any additional money?
